Abstract Guidelines
Please follow the instructions carefully. Your abstract, if accepted for presentation, will be published in a Book of Abstracts for the colloquium.

Author's Details

The following information should be given at the start of your document:

a. Full title of abstract – bold type.

b. Name, address*, qualifications and email address of the author/s.

c. Where there is more than one author, the name of the person intending to present at the colloquium should be underlined. 

To facilitate the blind review process, the name and address, qualifications and email address details will be removed from the document before it is sent to the Selection Committee.

* please note that if you are accepted to present, the abstract will be published in the Book of Abstracts and therefore it may be advisable to use a work address or the address of the institution where you are registered as a student. 
 Format of Abstract

a. Word limit: 300 words (this does not include the title and author details).

b. The abstract should not include references.

c. Please use Verdana or Arial 12 pitch font, single-line spacing, with two spaces between paragraphs.

d. To facilitate the blind review process, individuals and institutions should not be identified in the abstract; e.g. use ‘author’s institution’ instead of using the name of the company, university or hospital.
